ALL WEATHER TENNIS COURTS BOOST PLAY AT OXFORD UNIVERSITY

Trinity College and St. Catherine’s College, Oxford, have in a joint project, appointed Sports surface specialists Kinnear Sports, based in Cheltenham, to construct two new tennis courts for use by their students in inter-college tournaments and practice. 

The courts due to be completed by mid November are to be made from the popular porous macadam, a construction that allows rapid drainage throughout the entire surface of each court, resulting in a much speedier return to play regardless of the British weather. 

"Porous macadam can be played on in most weather conditions for twelve months of the year," explained John Houlton, Director for the Grimshaw Group’s sports surfaces division Kinnear Sports. "It is because of this that the court surface is so popular in the UK, with approximately 80% of them being made from the material."

Any tennis surface that is made from this material is fully permeable, hard wearing, frost resistant and requires very little maintenance. Cost for construction is comparatively low, with the final surface being colour coated to improve the aesthetics of the playing area.

In addition to the construction of the courts Kinnear Sports will be providing the college with court equipment, including nets. 

Prior to having the new courts installed the students at Trinity College were limited to using grass courts in the summer and the courts at St. Catherine’s were no longer available due to the land being used for development.  Once completed, the new facilities will be in much demand with a potential of one thousand students using the courts. Staff and fellows of the colleges will also be invited to enjoy the year round amenities.
