Grimshaw has landed a contract worth £200,000 from Cheltenham Racecourse, which will require the company to pull out all the stops.

The order is to provide additional hardened parking for 200 cars, kerbing and macadam surfacing to existing roads and car park, drainage works, a new canter-down and repairs and improvements to various maintenance buildings.

The work itself does not present any particular problems for the company, which has been working almost continuously at the racecourse on various projects for over 30 years. However with the deadline of the Cheltenham Festival being less than 4 weeks away the race to get the job completed is now on.

“Meeting the stringent deadline for this work is quite a challenge, but with careful planning and co-ordination we will achieve it,” said Managing Director Peter Grimshaw. “With the National Hunt Festival being such an important event for the area, failing to complete on time is simply not an option.”
