On your Bike!

Cheltenham’s cyclists will be able to venture even further when the latest cycle route in ‘The Park’ area of the town is opened.  

Local civil engineering specialist Grimshaw Kinnear is working on behalf of Cheltenham Borough Council to turn an existing overgrown pathway into a cycle friendly route. 

Scheduled for completion by mid November, the route from St Michaels Road to Lauriston Park is 210m long and will provide a more cycle friendly off-road route between the busy Warden Hill area and the town centre. 

Cllr John Morris, deputy for built environment and democracy at Cheltenham Borough Council says: “These improvements to the path are intended to increase cycling levels in Cheltenham by providing an important link between The Park and Warden Hill, avoiding the need for people to use the Shurdington Road.” This scheme follows extensive consultation with local residents and has cost £50,000, which has been funded almost entirely by recent housing development in the area.

The nature of the contract has meant that Grimshaws have to use mini diggers in the restricted space, but lack of room has not been the only consideration. Finding Badger sets in the area meant that in parts the path had to be re-aligned so as not to disturb the animals. 

Construction of this cycle route is just another example of Grimshaw Kinnear working together with the Borough Council. “We are always pleased when a contract involves improving Cheltenham,” added Russell Grimshaw, Production Director. “Providing local facilities, especially when increasing public safety, is something we are delighted to be associated with.”
